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Colorado’s Business Leadership

For nearly 150 years, the Denver Metro Chamber of Commerce (DMCC) has played a
pivotal role in creating economic prosperity in Colorado. The DMCC is a leading voice
for Colorado’s business community. With a statewide membership that represents more
than 300,000 employees, the DMCC is an advocate for businesses of all sizes, and a
connector between business, opportunities and resources, which is especially important
in fough economic fimes.

As business leaders committed to creating a healthy business climate, issues related to
the foundation and pillars of a strong economy are important to the Denver Metro
Chamber. Specifically, we are concerned about transportation funding, economic
development, health care cost, quality and regulation, higher education funding and
bills that have an impact on the overall business climate. Additionally, we are focused
on strategic industry clusters, such as aerospace, aviation, bioscience, broadcasting and
telecommunications, energy, financial services and information technology. These
industries are vital to our state and we are interested in public policy that affects them.

Throughout the First Regular Session of the 67th Colorado General Assembly, the DMCC
tracked committee and final floor votes for bills on which the organization took a position.
The Denver Metro Chamber has a long history of active engagement in the legislative
process; however, the 2009 session is the first time we have tracked and published vote
activity.

Goal and Purpose

The goal of tracking proposed bills is to help the General Assembly become better
educated on economic and business issues. The Denver Metro Chamber seeks to determine
individual legislators’ level of alignment with its positions on policy measures. Further,
the DMCC wishes to offer a clear explanation of the rationale behind our positions to
foster understanding. This information is intended to be used by the Chamber as a tool
to identify areas of agreement, as well as to understand areas where we must improve
our education efforts with elected leaders to better serve and advocate for the business
community. The Chamber is a non-partisan organization that does not endorse candidates.

Method and Process

The Denver Metro Chamber Board of Directors established the Legislative Policy Committee
in 2002 to monitor legislation that may have an impact on business and to take positions
of support, opposition or neutrality on bills when appropriate. This session, the Chamber
took a position on 57 bills - 18 in support, 36 opposed and three neutral. Each week
from January 17 to April 27, the Denver Metro Chamber's positions on bills were
communicated to all members of the Colorado House and Senate, as well as the Governor’s
office, by e-mail. The DMCC weekly legislative action updates were also posted on the
Web site at www.denverchamber.org. Committee and third reading votes were recorded
with equal weight from the point in the process at which the DMCC ratified a position.
