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1. What time is the April 18th (budget instruction) meeting?

2 pm to 4 pm
2. Is the checklist in the downloadable information?

It is the second page of the application form.

3. Is a 501(c)(6) qualified to apply for a wired grant?
Yes

4. Will all media developed through this become Federal or public domain?  Videos of presentations?

The United States Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration (DOLETA) [and all sub contractors] shall have the right to use and distribute all materials developed with grant funds, such as, training models, curriculum, technical assistance products, etc.  Materials developed with grant resources are in the public domain; therefore, DOLETA [and all subcontractors] have the right to use, reuse, modify, and distribute all grant-funded materials and products to any interested party, including broad distribution to the public workforce investment system via the internet or other means.

It is the intent of the USDOL to widely distribute this material to further the goals of WIRED.  

5. Please clarify employment definitions and expectations for youth engaged in career pathways.

The current RFP targets adult placement.  If we get proposals that project sufficient adult placements, WIRED may consider proposals with youth performance measures.

6. To what degree is it critical to involve multiple work force agencies?  

There is a mandatory minimum requirement of one workforce partner.  It is also possible to have multiple workforce system partners.  Grant evaluations will focus more on successful outcomes than on the number of partnerships in a proposal.

7. Why is it that we have to convince the workforce partner to accept our proposal before we can propose it to wired?

Potential workforce system partners are not required to assist any and all organizations submitting proposals for WIRED grant funding.  The workforce organization will typically only work with proposals that align with its own resources and service interests.  WIRED views this dialog with potential workforce system partners as an opportunity for both sides to learn about each other and about resources that are complimentary from each side. 
8. Is tuition considered revenue and therefore income that should be applied (deducted in fact) from the grant dollars?

Tuition allows the proposing organization to continue the program after the grant period, so it can be regarded as leverage during the grant and as sustainability after the grant.  However, WIRED requires proposing organizations that are going to charge tuition to carefully explain why WIRED funding is needed at all (for a program which otherwise can be supported by tuition) and precisely where WIRED money is to be spent.  Under no condition may WIRED funding be used to supplant regular organization operational funding or to allow an organization to make a profit on a service.
9. Is the workforce partner by definition the fiscal agent, or is the identification of the fiscal agent negotiated among the partners?

No, the workforce partner is not by definition the fiscal agent, and yes, the identification of the fiscal agent can be negotiated among the partners.  Generally, the fiscal agent is the partner with the administrative capacity and experience to deal best with grant administration. 

10. Can you distinguish between younger youth and older youth?

WIRED funds cannot be used for youth under 16.  The current proposal targets only adult common measures of performance and requires that participants be sixteen years of age or older.
